AMBERLEY SNYDER
Amberley Snyder is an inspiring motivational speaker and champion barrel racer known 
for her incredible resilience and determination. Born in California in Janury 29, 1981, 
Amberley developed a passion for riding horses at a young age, winning the All-Around 
Cowgirl World Championship in 2009. In January 2010, a car accident left her paralyzed 
from the waist down, but her determination saw her back to barrel racing just 18 months 
later. Today, Amberley continues to compete, advocate for individuals with disabilities, and 
inspire many with her story, which was featured in the Netflix biopic, “Walk. Ride. Rodeo.”

TRAVEL AND FAQ
1. What is the closest airport to Mandalay Bay Convention Center? 

Harry Read International Airport (LAS) is the central airport serving the Las Vegas area. 
Harry Reid serves more than 40 air carriers, offers over 1,100 flights arriving and departing 
daily, and provides direct flights to more than 125 U.S. cities.

2. Is there special hotel information for students?

3. Will ASHP shuttle service be provided to/from the airport? 
ASHP does not provide shuttle service to/from the airport and the hotels.

4. Will ASHP provide shuttle service to the convention center? 
Shuttle bus service will be provided from all official Midyear Clinical Meeting hotels to 
the Mandalay Bay Convention Center (except for the W Las Vegas, Four Seasons Hotel 
Las Vegas, and Luxor Las Vegas) Saturday, December 6, through Wednesday, December 
10. Non-stop service will be provided from the MGM Grand Las Vegas and The Signature 
at MGM Grand. The official shuttle schedule will be available in October. The shuttle 
schedule is subject to change based on usage, traffic, local events, and weather. Please
